	MATHS
This term, children will be focussing on problem solving using the four operations of; addition, subtraction. In addition to this, they will be focussing on presenting and interpreting information, converting between different units of measure and calculating percentages of different amounts.

	ENGLISH
In English children will be using the book, ‘Street Child’ by Berlie Doherty. They will be developing the necessary spelling, grammar and punctuation skills to write a fictional, descriptive narrative of the streets of London during the Victorian period involving the main character Jim.

	FOUNDATION SUBJECTS
History
This half term, children will be learning about the Maya. They will be using a range of primary and secondary resources to find out about different aspects of Maya life, including: religion, foods and hobbies/past times. This will be linked to work in both Art and English.

Geography
No Geography this Half Term.

Art
This half term, children will be focussing on skills related to sketching of objects. They will investigate different Maya artefacts and develop sketching techniques related to recreating texture and depth. The focus will also be on modelling/sculpture of artefacts using clay.


P.E
Year 6 will be learning skills related to Handball and Netball. They will be developing a range of skills linked to: Dribbling, Passing/receiving, Shooting and Attacking/defending

	
Science
In Science, children will be identifying the means by which information is passed on and learning about the mechanism of inheritance. This will also involve finding out about the process of Evolution, Adaption and Natural Selection and their effect on different populations.


Computing
This half term Year 6 will be developing skills related to using ‘Green Screen’ techniques in order to add special effects to movie clips. They will also be learning to use tracking software to map the route taken by packets of information/data across the internet.





	RE
In RE, Year 6 will focus on the subject of: Ritual and particular the relationship between Wudu / Eid-ul-Fitr and preparation for prayer.
	PSHE
