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 HALF TERMLY FOCUS      Y6              Autumn 1 
	MATHS
This term, children will be focussing knowledge and understanding of place value. In addition to this we will revisit the four operations for addition, subtraction, multiplication and division using formal methods. Children will then be focussing on the application of these skills to single and multistep reasoning and word problems.

	ENGLISH
This year the children will start by using the book ‘The Island’ by Armin Greder as a stimulus for writing. Once they gained an understanding of the issues surrounding the story they will be developing skills related to punctuation and grammar in order to write an informal recount in the form of a diary.


	FOUNDATION SUBJECTS

History
Year 6 will start by learning about the Ancient Greeks and their impact on the rest of the world. They will be concentrating on three key areas: Daily Life, Key Battles and their Religion (Gods and Goddesses). The children will be using a range of primary and secondary sources from which to gain knowledge.

Art
This half term the children will be learning about an artistic style of art called cubism. They will concentrate on the work of Paul Klee and aim to emulate his style when painting a village skyline and a portrait of themselves. This will be linked to the use of watercolours and colour blending techniques.

Music
In music, Year 6 will be learning skills related to singing and appreciating the work of Bach with a particular focus on Toccata. In addition to this the children will begin to play the Ukulele and read simple patterns of notes.

P.E
In PE the children will be learning skills related to Handball and Netball. They will be developing passing and receiving skills as well as a range of shooting techniques. Children will also be developing skills related to working as part of a team.

In Science, Year 6 will be learning about the properties of Light and the structure of the human eye. They will learn about how light travels, how shadows are formed, the way in which light is reflected / refracted and how white light is composed of other colours (spectrum).



Computing
This term, children will revisit skills related to writing programs and algorithms using ‘Scratch’. New skills will be applied to writing codes to calculate perimeters of different shapes and creating a times table game. Along with this Year 6 will also be ensuring that algorithms work correctly by checking/debugging codes they have written.




	RE
In RE, Year 6 will focus on the subject of God and how the image and representation of God is interpreted by both Christians and Muslims. Children will also consider their own views on the existence of a God and what form that might take.

	PSHE
In PSHE children will be considering the different forms that bullying can take. They will be looking at different situations in which bullying takes place and the impact it can have. This will also include a focus on the growing issues surrounding ‘cyberbullying’.
