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 HALF TERMLY FOCUS      Y6              Autumn 2 
	MATHS
This term, children will be focussing on Geometry and learning about angles of triangles and quadrilaterals. They will learn how to calculate missing angles and apply this to a range of problem solving situations. In addition to this Year 6 will be learning to interpret information presented in different ways including pie charts.

	ENGLISH
In English children will be focussing on the book, ‘Holes’ by Louis Sachar. They will begin by learning a range of grammar and punctuation needed to produce an Information Leaflet about how to survive at Camp Green Lake and then write a diary entry, imaging that they are the main character.


	FOUNDATION SUBJECTS

History
Year 6 will start by learning about the Ancient Greeks and their impact on the rest of the world. They will be concentrating on three key areas: Daily Life, Key Battles and their Religion (Gods and Goddesses). The children will be using a range of primary and secondary sources from which to gain knowledge.

Design Technology
This term, children will be learning about ‘Moving Mechanisms’ and specifically pulley/Gear systems. As part of this unit, they will be making a moving vehicle which incorporates an electric motor. This project will involve: planning, joining and evaluating skills. There will be a lot of measuring and sawing involved.

Music
In the run up to Christmas the children will continue to focus on playing the ukulele. They will extend their knowledge different chords and relating this to musical notation.

P.E
Year 6 will be involved in Handball/Netball, Dribbling-opposed dribbling, Passing/receiving, Shooting, Attacking/defending skills.

	


Science
In Science Year 6 will learning about the electrical circuits. They will be constructing a range of different circuits including those in series and parallel. As well as learning about the properties of circuits children will be constructing circuits for a range of different purposes.

Computing
This half term, children will focus on making a game using Scratch. They will learn how to take an existing game and adapt and modify its algorithm to create a new game.
Children will also learn to create a ‘Google Form’ in order to carry out a survey with a specific purpose and audience.



	RE
In RE, Year 6 will focus on the subject of: Interpretation
The two birth narratives. Year 6 will look at both Matthew’s and Luke’s version of the birth of Jesus while considering what is meant by the word ‘Interpretation.’


	PSHE
This half terms topic is about Valuing Differences. It tackles issues around being respectful and disrespectful to different groups of people and individuals whilst also focussing on bullying and supporting others.
