Within the continuous provision environment available in Reception class each and every school day, pupils always have access to a wide variety of art and design materials, resources and tools. They have opportunity to play, explore and develop knowledge, skills and interests in drawing, painting, collage, printing, textiles, sculpture and Art and ICT.   High quality adult interactions enable pupils to develop their art, design and craft skills each day. 

Group teaching of Art & Design knowledge and skills continues throughout the year. Within this children are introduced to specific vocabulary, knowledge and the use of skills and tools to develop their interests in Art and Design. This occurs with all the skills and processes including Drawing, Painting, Collage, Printing, Textiles, Sculpture, Art and ICT.  These include the use of pencil, charcoal, chalk, paint, papers and card, textiles, ink, clay and computers.  Pupils are also introduced to artists and craftspeople.

Early Learning Goals for Expressive Arts and Design:
· Safely use and explore a variety of materials, tools and techniques, experimenting with colour, design, texture, form and function.
· Share their creations, explaining the process they have used.
