	· DP uses a progressive curriculum that builds progressively on previous knowledge and develops the foundations for future language learning.
· The scheme of work we have adopted is planned and sequenced so that new knowledge and skills build on what has been taught before, with built in opportunities to repeat and revise in order that key vocabulary is embedded and remembered.
· The PowerPoint presentations include the images and voice recordings necessary to model language, correct pronunciation and grammatical concepts.
· By following a scheme recommended by our main feeder secondary school the programme supports transition from year 6 to year7 and helps to provide continuity and progression between KS2 & KS3.
· We teach French at Dover Park across KS2 so that pupils have the opportunity to make progress in one language.
· The curriculum gives increasing opportunities for pupils to broaden their vocabulary, learn and practice new words, including use of a French/English dictionary.

	· French is taught at Dover Park Primary School.
· All KS2 pupils receive a 40-minute lesson each week as the minimum requirement.
· Teachers are encouraged to revisit and revise previous learning and vocabulary throughout the week in order to embed the learning and improve confidence in speaking a foreign language. 
· Pupils are increasingly encouraged to join in and respond to spoken language, stories, songs, poems and rhymes.
· As non-specialists Dover Park Primary School teachers work in partnership with Ryde Academy Secondary School teachers to deliver a consistent, progressive and relevant curriculum.
· Every other week teachers are supported by a languages teacher from Ryde academy who teachers alongside teachers at Dover Park.
· At Dover Park we use ‘Culturetheque’, a scheme of work designed in consultation with the Institute Francais and the Network for Languages by The Association for Language Learning.
· There are 6 modules, for each year group, that build progressively on one another. One to be taught each half term. (Niveau BLEU-Y3, Niveau BLANK-Y4, Niveau ROUGE-Y5 and Niveau TRICOLORE-Y6)
· Assessments are built in and data is added to the school’s SIMS assessment system.
· The teaching of French aims to foster children’s curiosity and deepen their understanding of the world.
· Pupils are encouraged to express their ideas and thoughts in another language and develop confidence.
· Making links with English work pupils have the opportunity to explore the patterns and sounds of the French language, linking the spelling sound and the meaning of words.
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	· Pupils will be able to express their ideas and thoughts in French and to understand and respond to its speakers both in speech and in writing.
· They will speak French with increasing confidence, fluency and spontaneity finding ways of communicating what they want to say.
· Pupils will be able to engage in simple conversations and ask and answer questions.
· Pupils will be able to communicate for practical purposes and understand more about other cultures.
· They will be able to describe people, places, things and actions orally and in writing, speaking in sentences and using familiar vocabulary, phrases and basic language structures.
· Pupils will have the foundations for learning further languages.
· They will have continuously improved the accuracy of their pronunciation and intonation when speaking French.
· Pupils will be able to write at varying length, for different purposes and audiences, using the variety of grammatical structures they have learned.
· Pupils will have been exposed to a range of writing in the language studied and will have a developing appreciation of this.
· Pupils will read and show understanding of words, phrases and sentences.
· Pupils will know, apply and understand the skills and processes they have been taught across KS2.
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
