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Intent, Implementation and Impact in Reading
At Dover Park Primary School our aim is for every child to become a fluent reader. We want children to become fluent readers in order for them to reach age related expectations or make accelerated progress from their starting point. As well as this we want children to develop a love for reading and read for pleasure on a regular basis.

Reading education should be fully inclusive to every child. Our aims are to fulfil the requirements of the National Curriculum for Reading by: 
developing pupils’ reading in all subjects to support their acquisition of knowledge; teaching pupils to read fluently, understand extended prose (both fiction and non-fiction) and be encouraged to read for pleasure; as well as doing everything to promote wider reading, including providing library facilities and setting ambitious expectations for reading at home. · To develop reading skills which includes:

Skilled word reading: the speedy working out of the pronunciation of unfamiliar printed words (decoding) and the speedy recognition of familiar printed words. 
Phonic knowledge: understanding that the letters on the page represent the sounds in spoken words.
Good comprehension: drawing from linguistic knowledge (in particular of vocabulary and grammar) and on knowledge of the world

· To inspire pupils to read widely and often for both pleasure and information;
· To enable pupils to acquire a wide vocabulary;
· To show positive attitudes towards reading and to show high levels of achievement in Reading and Phonics;
· To have some knowledge and understanding of  a rich and varied literary heritage;
· To develop a love of reading;
· To help pupils develop culturally, emotionally, intellectually, socially and spiritually through the Reading work we do
	Reading is taught across year groups in the school as part of daily English lessons as well as in stand-alone Reading sessions.  When planning the delivery of the Reading curriculum, teachers will:

· Provide opportunities for pupils to practise and improve Word Reading, Phonic Knowledge and Reading Comprehension skills;
· Ensure that pupils read high quality fiction and non-fiction texts widely and often across all subjects;
· Allow children opportunities to acquire a wide vocabulary and promote using this throughout the curriculum;
· Encourage and model positive attitudes towards reading and design tasks to develop high levels of achievement;
· Promote a rich and varied range of text styles and genres in the Rich texts they use in class;
· Provide opportunities for pupils to read and hear books purely for pleasure;
· Ensure that pupils develop culturally, emotionally, intellectually, socially and spiritually through the books pupils are exposed to
	Children will:
