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At Dover Park Primary School, we believe that the ability to write neatly with confidence and accuracy is an essential life skill.  Writing is a complex process that draws upon more than handwriting and spelling.  It is the ability to effectively communicate ideas, information and opinions through the printed word in a wide range of contexts.  

Successful writers understand the social function and characteristics of writing in order to use different genres appropriately, matching it to audience and purpose.  Writing also requires the writer to understand and accurately apply the conventions of syntax, spelling and punctuation.  

We aim to equip children with the skills necessary to achieve this, throughout the curriculum.

	At Dover Park Primary School, we intend :

· To inspire pupils by  immersing them in Rich texts, so that they want to write with stamina, confidence, clarity and imagination;
· To ensure pupils are confident in applying knowledge of phonics, grammar, punctuation and spelling in their writing; 
· To help pupils to know, understand and apply the appropriate style, structures and features of different text purposes and audiences; 
· To develop the writing process as involving planning, drafting, revising and editing, assessing against criteria with pupils;
· To involve technical vocabulary about the writing process in pupils’ learning
· To engage pupils fully in developing imaginative , create and expressive ways of writing using a rich vocabulary;
· To show positive attitudes towards Writing and to show high levels of achievement in Writing;
· To promote high quality writing across the Curriculum
	When planning the delivery of the Writing curriculum, teachers will:
· Plan learning journeys, linked to Rich texts that inspire pupils to want to write with stamina, confidence, clarity and imagination;
· Embed phonics, grammar, punctuation and spelling in each learning journey and revisit prior learning in subsequent journeys to apply skills;
· Ensure pupils write for a range of purposes and audience, modelling appropriate style, structures and features;
· Model planning, drafting, revising, editing and encourage pupils to assess against criteria; 
· Make technical vocabulary about the writing process familiar and accessible for pupils;
· Engage pupils’ imagination , creativity , expressive language and vocabulary;
· Have high expectations and use teaching strategies that aim for high levels of achievement in line with National averages;
· Show and develop positive attitudes towards Writing ;
· Have parallel expectations for Writing across contexts and subjects areas
	Children will:

· Write with stamina, confidence, clarity and imagination across the Curriculum;
· Understand and apply their knowledge of phonics, grammar and spelling;
· Understand how to write for a range of purposes and audience, in a range of genres (including fiction, non-fiction and poetry), using the appropriate style, structure and features;
· Plan, draft, revise and edit their own work, and learn how to self and peer assess against the success criteria;
· Develop a technical vocabulary through which to understand and discuss their writing;
· Develop their imagination, creativity, expressive language and apply a rich vocabulary in their writing;
· Show high levels of achievement in line with National Averages and exhibit positive attitudes towards Writing;
· Through their writing develop their communication skills for their educational future across all curriculum areas
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
